Biweekly National Respiratory Virus Sentinel Surveillance Report for week 39 & 40 ( Sept 21 — Oct 4), 2025) 

• Flu activity showed a positivity rate of  18.9% (10 cases) in week 39, followed by an increased activity to 34.6% (18 cases) in week 40. COVID-19 positivity was recorded at 3.8% (2 

cases) in week 39 and  No cases were detected in week 40.  One RSV-B case was detected from 6 eSARI samples received during this period (Figure 1). 

• A total of 105 samples were tested for Influenza, SARS-CoV-2, and RSV using real-time RT-PCR. These included 85 ILI cases, 14 SARI cases, and 6 eSARI samples (Table 1 & 2). 

(Figure 3, Tables 3 & 4). Punakha Hospital did not report SARI cases for Week 39 (Figure 3; Tables 3 & 4).
